Theophany of Our Lord

We get very few glimpses of our Lord’s life from the time of His birth until His public ministry, the inaugural event of which 
was His baptism in the Jordan by John the Baptist.  Here, we see the Son submit to John’s ministrations while the voice of 
the Father bears witness to the Son, with the Holy Spirit in the form of a dove descending upon Jesus – the first manifestation 
of the Holy Trinity!  A joyous feast, to be sure, and an event we emulate at our own baptism and chrismation!
