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Feast of Sts. Peter and Paul, Chiefs of the Apostles

Today is the Feast of Saints Peter and Paul or Solemnity of Saints Peter and Paul and it is a liturgical feast in honor of
the martyrdom in Rome of the apostles Saint Peter and Saint Paul, which is observed on 29 June. The celebration is
of ancient Christian origin, the date selected being the anniversary of either their death or the translation of their relics.
For Eastern Orthodox and some Eastern Catholic Christians this feast also marks the end of the Apostles' Fast (which
began on the Monday following All Saints' Sunday, i.e., the second Monday after Pentecost). While not considered among
the twelve great feasts, it is one of five additional feasts ranked as a great feast in the Eastern Orthodox tradition and is
often celebrated with an all-night vigil starting the evening before. In the Julian calendar, 29 June falls on the Gregorian
calendar date of 12 July from 1900 to 2099, inclusive.

READING from the Second Epistle of St.
Corinthians

BRETHREN, in matters in which man is bold (I am speaking
foolishly), | too am bold. Are they Hebrews? So am I! Are they

Israelites? So am I! Are they of the race of Abraham? So am I!
Are they ministers of Christ? | (to speak as a fool) am more: in
many more labors, in prisons more often, in lashes above
measure, often exposed to death. From the Jews, five times |
received forty lashes less one. Three times | was scourged,
once | was stoned, three times | suffered shipwreck, a night
and a day | was adrift on the sea; in frequent travels, in perils
from floods, in perils from robbers, in perils from my own
nation, in perils from the Gentiles, in perils in the city, in perils
in the wilderness, in perils on the sea, in perils from false
brethren; in labor and hardships, in many sleepless nights, in
hunger and thirst, in fastings often, in cold and nakedness.
Besides those outer things, there is my daily pressing anxiety,
the care of all the churches! Who is weak, and | am not weak?
Who is made to stumble, and | am not inflamed? If | must
boast, | will boast of the things that concern my weakness. The
God and Father of our Lord Jesus, who is blessed forever,
knows that | do not lie. In Damascus, the Governor under King
Aretas was guarding the city of the Damascenes in order to
arrest me, but | was lowered in a basket through a window in
the wall, and escaped his hands. (12: 1) It is not fitting for me
to boast: but | will come to visions and revelations of the Lord.
I know a man in Christ who fourteen years ago (whether in the
body, | do not know, or out of the body, | do not know: God
knows) was caught up into paradise and heard secret sayings
that man may not repeat. Of such a man | will boast; but of
myself | will glory in nothing except my weaknesses. For if | do
wish to boast, | shall not be foolish, for | shall be speaking the
truth. But | give up, lest any man have an idea of me beyond
what he sees in me or hears from me. And lest the greatness
of the revelation puff me up, there was given to me a thorn for
the flesh, a messenger of Satan to buffet me. Concerning this,
| begged the Lord three times that it might leave me, but he
said to me, “My grace is enough for you, for strength is made
perfect in weakness.” Gladly, then, will | glory in my
weaknesses, that the strength of Christ may dwell in me.
